Guidelines on the Use of Generative Al in Teaching and Learning at Chiba University

Chiba University does not uniformly prohibit the use of generative Al in teaching and learning. We

encourage “learning of generative Al”, “learning with generative Al”, or “learning aside from

generative Al”, respectively, in order to meet the objectives and to accomplish the educational
outcomes of various teaching and learning activities.

The use of generative Al in class must be consistent with the objectives of the class, and the instructor

responsible for each class should judge whether it is consistent. The instructor may prohibit or restrict

the use of generative Al in class where the use of generative Al would significantly undermine the
achievement of the educational objectives.

If the instructor prohibits or restricts the use of generative Al in class, the instructor should state this

clearly in the course syllabus or other handouts and explain to students in an understandable way why

the use of generative Al is prohibited or restricted.

Instructors should be aware that there is currently no established method for fully distinguishing the

output of generative Al from human-created work and that this may make it difficult to properly

evaluate student submissions. Therefore, instructors should ensure appropriate evaluation by
modifying the evaluation method, using multiple methods of evaluation, or devising the setting of
report assignments.

Both instructors and students should keep the following points in mind when using generative Al for

teaching and learning. Instructors are also responsible for informing these points to the students.

e Personal or confidential information must not be entered into generative Al. (The use of
generative Al should be limited to information that can be made public).

e There is a risk of information leakage if unpublished research plans or results are fed into
generative Al

e While the output of generative Al is perceived as high quality and natural, it may contain incorrect
or biased information.

e The training data of generative Al may include unauthorized use of other people’s copyrighted
material or information whose source is unclear, for output results, which may lead to copyright
infringement, plagiarism, or other problems.

When allowing students to use generative Al in class, instructors should consider fairness as there may

be differences in output depending on whether students have registered to use external services,

whether they have paid or free versions, and so on.

When using generative Al for tasks other than teaching and learning, instructors should refer to and

comply with the “ChatGPT Z£ o 4k Al D FF B3 2 EEHEIEIC> T GEAD “ (July 13, 2023,

Japanese only).
